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Overview

• Volcanology deals with the study of volcanoes and volcanism, which 

concerns the geological, geophysical and geochemical 

phenomena characterizing volcanic activity. 

• Volcanic activity can impact climate changes and ecosystems. Thus, 

scientific investigations and real-time monitoring of 

volcanoes are essential to mitigate the associated risk of volcanism 

and forecast eruptions.
